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COPAC SLALOM QUALIFIER SYSTEM FOR THE PAN-AMERICAN GAMES, Guadalajara 2011










            August 6th, 2010

The qualifier system that will be applied in the Slalom Racing Pan-American Championships to be held in 2010 will be based on the following considerations: 

· The ODEPA regulations

· The articles 9 and 10 of the PASO/ODEPA for the celebration of Pan-American Games, 

· The logical concordance with the application of the ICF and COPAC development plan 

· The guaranty of the quality of the events, and the principle of universality

Based on that, the COPAC Canoe Slalom Technical Committee agreed to apply the following qualifier system for the 2010 Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships for participation in the Pan-American Games, Guadalajara 2011: 

TECHNICAL BASIS

1
There are 13 National Federations affiliated to COPAC that are established in the sport of Canoe Slalom within the continent, some of them in a development process.

2
COPAC should have a total of forty Athlete quotas in Canoe Slalom for participation for these Games to be granted by the technical Commission of the ODEPA.

Based on that and with the objective to guarantee the participation in all the disciplines (Kayak men, Kayak Women and Canoe) so that the events that are presented in the Program of the Games are validated according to the Article 10 of the current Regulation for Pan-American Games; these will be applied in the following qualifier system: 

1. A maximum of three (3) boats per National Olympic Committee per event may compete to obtain quotas in the 2011 Pan-American Games.

2. Only one (1) boat per National Olympic Committee per event may obtain quotas for the 2011 Pan-American Games.

3. One (1) boat quota for K1W, K1M and C1M will be granted to Mexico. This means three (3) boat quotas and three (3) athletes’ quotas will be guaranteed for Mexico, the host country for the Pan-American Games 2011.

4. The first nine (9) countries in K1W, the first nine (9) countries in K1M, the first nine (9) countries in C1M (excluding Mexico)– all in single boats - and the first five (5) countries in C2M – in double boats – ranked in the 2010  Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships will obtain quotas for the Pan-American Games 2011. Mexico may obtain one boat (two athletes) quota for C2M only.

5. This means a total of thirty five (35) boats and forty (40) athletes will obtain quotas for their countries in the Pan-American Games 2011 – thirty two (32) boats and thirty seven (37) athletes in the 2010  Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships and three (3) boats and three (3) athletes will be guaranteed to Mexico, the host country.

6. In case of no fulfillment of the forty Athlete quotas, the unused quotas will be obtained by K1W, K1M and C1M boats, with repetition of this order until all unused quotas are fulfilled or there are no K1W, K1M or C1M boats left to obtain quotas. In case of still no fulfillment of the quotas, the unused quotas will go to C2M boats until there are, at least, two (2) quotas left or there are no more C2M boats left. The unused quotas at any time may be fulfilled only by countries that have not yet obtained a quota in the respective category.

7. The placement of unused quotas will follow the order of alternant preference between K1W, K1M and C1M, then C2M only at the end.

8. At the very end unused quotas in Canoe Slalom will be used in Canoe Sprint according to the Canoe Sprint Qualifier System Pan American Games.

9. In allowing maximum one (1) boat per country per category COPAC pursues universality from as many countries as possible, the first principle of this qualification system.

10. There is a limit of participation per NOC of 5 athletes, 3 in each single boat category and 2 in the only double boat category.

11. Athletes may compete in more than one category in the 2010  Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships or in the Pan-American Games 2011 provided the limitation of a maximum of three boats per category per country in the 2010  Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships and the maximum of one boat per category per country in the Pan-American Games 2011.

12. Quotas obtained in the 2010 Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships must be confirmed by NOC’s to COPAC before June 1st, 2011. Quotas not confirmed by NOC’s will be reallocated according to items 6 and 7 of this qualification system.

13. Only the NOCs that participate at the 2010 Canoe Slalom Pan American Championships, and would not classify boats in certain categories, will receive remaining quotas in the respective categories.

14. The reallocation of unused quotas not confirmed by NOC’s will be communicated to the OOCC before the deadline of the numerical entries established for the Pan American Games.
